OT SCREEN/EVALUATION 

1. The standardized “School Assessment Form” will be provided by the OT to the teacher for completion

2. The completed “School Assessment Form” is returned to OT

3. OT reviews “SAF” and may observe student 

4. OT gives feedback to teacher &/or parent

a. No need for further evaluation

b. Need for further evaluation

5. If need for further evaluation, regular OT referral completed by teacher or psychologist, who obtains parent signature for permission to evaluate on referral form

6. OT referral sent to Becky Lowe, who enters information in computer and gives copy of referral to therapist

7. OT completes evaluation

PT SCREEN/EVALUATION 

1. The standardized “School Assessment Form” will be provided by the PT to the teacher for completion

2. The completed “School Assessment Form” is returned to PT

3. PT reviews “SAF” and may observe student 

4. PT gives feedback to teacher &/or parent

a. No need for further evaluation

b. If PT determines further evaluation necessary, teacher or psychologist completes “Related Services Referral Form” (front page) and parent signs BOTH the referral form and “Physical Therapy Information Release Form” (second page) and parent obtains physician’s signature and returns it to the physical therapist at Joint Services office. 

5. PT referral sent to Becky Lowe

6. PT evaluation occurs after the “Physical Therapy Information Release Form” is received with physician’s signature.
