TO THE PHYSICIAN:
Hancock‑South Madison Joint Services provides special programming for students who have suffered a traumatic brain injury.  Article 7 (legislation mandating special education) includes the following definition:

A "traumatic brain injury" is an impairment which adversely affects a student's educational performance and is manifested by limited strength, vitality, alertness, or other impaired or arrested development due to a traumatic brain injury. 

A diagnostic statement must be on file from a physician with an unlimited license to practice medicine.  The statement should describe the student's condition and indicate any special considerations which should be included in planning an individualized educational program.
